Purpose:

To ensure that:

1. Authorities are notified of certain plant designs before they are constructed or installed. 

2. Certain plant is registered with authorities before it is first used. 

3. The registration remains current.

Instructions:

There are specific legal obligations to register plant in each State.

The Manager must review the legal obligations and ensure that all relevant obligations are complied with.

The instructions below serve as a general guideline for registering plant, but do not ensure full compliance. 

The Manager must: 

1. Record details of registrable plant on form Plant Register 
. 

2. Ensure each item of registrable plant is registered with authorities. Use the registration forms listed under Forms below. 

3. Ensure cooling towers are registered. Refer to  Cooling Towers. 

4. Keep copies of registration certificates with the Plant Register. 

5. Review the Plant Register every 12 months to ensure that it is current.
